'II. McIntyre. Case No. F08-5820 (Judge Bertila Soto); and Stale ofFlorida v. Andujar. Case No.
F08-5109 OJdge Ellen Leesfield); and

WH REAS, the undersigned Chief JUdge fmds it necessary to reassign and consolidate
such motion under one section of the Circuit Court Criminal Division to effectuate the prompt
disposition 0 these motions and t? control the court's dockets;

T e Clerk of the Court is hereby directed to appropriately reflect the reassignment and
consolidati~r of the motions if1 the officia.l court records and upon request from Judge Blake to
forWard to jm any and all documents filed in connection with said motions. .
